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Performance Notes

All the pages are one-sided, on heavy card stock, so that when one has a rest,
the page can be slid to the side.

The small straight line, I used as in Bartdk, indicates a short break in the sound
(instead of a very short rest), but no break in the rhythm.

The percussion used are: a small bass drum, a field drum, a set of bamboo wind
chimes, and at the end, a couple of strings of very small Indian bells, high-pitched.

Notes in the space above the field drum line indicate playing at the rim.

The following mark, V indicates a pause, like a large breath.
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
